Discussion of status of EMS station.

Police Report:

Suspects apprehended from both the Bailey Avenue Bodega and the 231
Street bank incidents.

Two detectives from Bronx warrants were slightly injured by bullets. Notes
to be sent to both.

Discussed numerous graffiti arrests.

FDNY Report:

Nine serious fires. At 2728 Henry Hudson Parkway, an elderly woman
died. One injury at 2840 Bailey Avenue.

Reviewed problem of limited number of fire houses in the Kingsbridge,
Riverdale, Van Cortlandt area.

Discussed many issues involving entry/egress for fire trucks.

Mention of FDNY slow response to increase manpower during the Queens
summer blackout; supplemental manpower sent on the 9™ day of event
(the last day of the event.)

responded to 29 calls mostly relating to downed trees. Due to the large
volume of calls, the Ladder truck from Gun Hill Road assisted in the area
(i.e. W 250" Street downed tree.)
