4, Police report:

A team of burglars was caught at Heath Avenue apartment. Burglaries are up
12% compared to last year, 197 compared to 175. Robberies are down 19%, still
a problem off of Broadway along 231 and 238 Street. Several women have been
robbed. Car theft is down by 10%.
