Detective Rodriguez report:  stolen cars down 6%, grand larceny increasing.  He urged residents 
to protect their identities and themselves.  Robberies increased 4%, 6 more than last year.  He 
noted two recent burglaries from fire escapes, and urged residents to be sure their windows are 
locked.

It is now at West 242nd Street 
and Broadway.  It needs a 12-foot clearance.
