WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES:  Assistant Public Health Advisers (Communicable Disease Control), under direct
supervision, with some latitude for independent judgment and initiative, learn and apply communicable disease
control principles for diseases such as Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STDs), Tuberculosis (TB) and
HIV/AIDS.  Communicable disease control principles include interviewing, following up with clients who have
or may have a communicable disease, and maintaining epidemiological record systems.  In addition, Assistant
Public Health Advisers (Communicable Disease Control) may assist in visiting patients for follow up and
visiting private physicians, laboratories, and hospitals to gather medical information.  All Assistant Public
Health Advisers (Communicable Disease Control) perform related work.

Special Working Conditions:  Assistant Public Health Advisers (Communicable Disease Control) may be
required to work shifts including nights, Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays.  

Some of the physical activities that may be performed by Assistant Public Health Advisers (Communicable
Disease Control) and environmental conditions that may be experienced are: traveling to all areas of the City
by public transportation, car and/or by foot; visiting clinics, hospitals, doctors, nurses, laboratories, schools,
correctional facilities, work sites, and homes of communicable disease clients and their contacts; walking up
as many as six flights of stairs; carrying equipment and supplies weighing up to 13 pounds from vehicles to the
site and back; and, in accordance with infection control guidelines, wearing protective garments such as gloves
and masks.

Education and Experience Requirements:

1. A four-year high school diploma or its educational equivalent and one year of satisfactory, full-time experience
performing interviews or field investigations in a communicable disease control program; or

2. Education and/or experience equivalent to “1” above.  Undergraduate college credit can be substituted for
experience on the basis of 15 semester credits from an accredited college for six months of full-time experience.
However, all candidates must have a four-year high school diploma or its educational equivalent.

The education requirement must be met by January 31, 2016.  The experience requirement must be met by the last
day of the Application Period (October 27, 2015).

The high school diploma or its educational equivalent must be approved by a State's Department of Education or a
recognized accrediting organization.  The college or university must be accredited by regional, national, professional, or
specialized agencies recognized as accrediting bodies by the U.S. Secretary of Education and by the Council for Higher
Education Accreditation (CHEA).

If you were educated outside the United States, you must have your foreign education evaluated to determine its equivalence
to education obtained in the United States.

Drug Screening Requirement: You must pass a drug screening in order to be appointed.

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THE TEST:  The multiple-choice test may be given at a computer terminal or in paper and pencil format.  You will be informed
of the format on your Admission Notice.

You must achieve a score of at least 70% to pass the test.

The multiple-choice test is designed to assess the extent to which candidates have certain abilities determined to be
important to the performance of the tasks of an Assistant Public Health Adviser (Communicable Disease Control).  Task
areas to be tested are as follows: data entry/filing, record searching, communicating information, case management and
collecting information.

The test may include questions requiring the use of any of the following abilities:

Deductive Reasoning - the ability to apply general rules to specific problems to come up with logical answers. Example:
An Assistant Public Health Adviser (Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when applying the windows
period to a specific patient based on the communicable disease. 

Inductive Reasoning - the ability to combine separate pieces of information or specific answers to problems to form general
rules or conclusions; to think of possible reasons for why things go together.  Example: An Assistant Public Health Adviser
(Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when acquiring two separate lists of contacts and determining a
common source. 

Judgement & Decision Making - the ability to review information to develop and evaluate the relative pros and cons of
potential solutions to problems and choosing the most appropriate one. Example: An Assistant Public Health Adviser
(Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when screening clients to determine the best way to obtain accurate
information. 

Number Facility - involves the degree to which adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing can be done quickly and
correctly. This can be steps in other operations like finding percentages and taking square roots. Example:  An Assistant
Public Health Adviser (Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when calculating the amount of days to take
a medicine based on the dosage. 

Written Comprehension - the ability to understand written sentences and paragraphs. Example: An Assistant Public Health
Adviser (Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when reading and understanding medical records. 

Written Expression - the ability to use English words or sentences in writing so that others will understand. Example: An
Assistant Public Health Adviser (Communicable Disease Control) may use this ability when sending an email to a medical
facility. 

Certain questions may need to be answered on the basis of documents or other information supplied to the candidates on
the date of the multiple-choice exam.

Warning:  You are not permitted to enter the test site with cellular phones, beepers, pagers, cameras, portable media players,
or other electronic devices.  Calculators are permitted; however, they must be hand-held, battery or solar powered, numeric
only.  Calculators with functions other than addition, subtraction, multiplication and division are prohibited.  Electronic
devices with an alphabetic keyboard or with word processing or data recording capabilities such as planners, organizers,
etc. are prohibited.
