THE TEST DATE: Multiple-choice test expected to be held on Saturday May 17, 2003.

The Notice of Examination has been amended to change the filing dates from February 5, 2003 through February
25, 2003 to February 5, 2003 through March 4, 2003.

WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES: Inspectors (Plumbing) under general supervision, perform technical work in the
ingpection of plumbing ingdlations, repairs or dteraions to ensure conformance to code, standards, plans or
oecifications, may operate a motor vehicle; performs related work.

Some of the physical activities performed by Inspectors (Plumbing) and environmental conditions experienced are:
Drives vehide to and from ingpection site; waks to and from inspection sites and during inspections; dimbs and
descends ladders and stairs to get to areas which must be inspected; stands for extended period of time; maintains
balance while waking over narrow wakways or aress that are evated; climbs around and over various objects;

3 Satisfactory completion of the three-year apprenticeship plumbing inspection program approved by the
Commissioner of Buildings and the Commissioner of the Department of Citywide Adminigtrative Services
and ether two years of full-time satisfactory experience as described in “1" above or two years of
education as described in “2" above; or

4, A license as aprofessional engineer or architect vaid in the State of New Y ork.

Y ou may be given the test before we check your qudifications.

Drug Screening Requirement: You must pass a drug screening in order to be appointed.

Residency: City residency is not required for this position, unless the candidate accepts an appointment through
selective certification for Specia Patrolman (see below).

English Requirement: You must be able to understand and be understood in English.

1. Application for Examination: Make sure that you follow dl ingtructions included with your application
form, including payment of fee. Save a copy of the instructions for future reference.

2. Education and Experience Test Paper: Write your socia security number, the examination title and
number in the box at the top right side of the cover page. Fill out Sections A, Al, A2, B and C. Thisform
must be filled out completdy and in detail for you to receive your proper rating. Keep a copy of your
completed Education and Experience Test Paper for your records.

3. Foreign Education Fact Sheet (Required only if you need credit for your foreign education to
meet the education and experience requirements): If you were educated outside the United States,
you must have your foreign education evaluated to determine its equivaence to education obtained in the
United States.

ADMISSION CARD: You should receive an Admission Card in the mail about 10 days before the date of the test.
If you do not receive an Admission Card &t least 4 days before the test date, you must go to the Examining Service
Section, 1 Centre Street, 14th floor, Manhattan, to obtain a duplicate card.

THE TEST RESULTS: If you meet the education and experience requirements and pass the multiple-choice test,
your name will be placed in score order on an digible list and you will be given alist number. You will be notified
by mall of your test results. If you meet al requirements and conditions, you will be consdered for appointment
when your name is reached on the digible list.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Selective Certification for Driver License: If, a the time of gppointment, you have a motor vehicle Driver
License that is vdid in the State of New York, you may be considered for appointment to positions requiring this
license through a process caled Sdective Certification. If you qudify for Sdective Certification, you may be given
preferred condderation for postions requiring thislicense. Follow the instructions given to you on the day of the
test to indicate your interest in such Sdective Certification. If you are appointed through Selective Certification,
you must maintain your motor vehicle Driver License for the duration of your employment.

Selective Certification for Special Patrolman: If you are twenty one years old at the time of appointment, a
citizen of the United States, a resident of New York City, of good character, have no fdony convictions and
successfully pass a background examination by the New York City Police Department, you may be considered
for gppointment to positions requiring Specid Patrolman status through Sdlective Certification. | you qudify for
Sdective Cetification, you may be given preferred consderation for positions requiring this Specia Patrolman
status.
