The 1t Avenue and 2" Avenue Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) Study Corridor spans most of the east side of Manhattan

approximately 8.5 miles, and connects the Whitehall Ferry Terminal in Lower Manhattan to 125% Street. This
corridor is presently served by the M15 bus, which has an average weekday ridership of about 60,000. The route

will provide passengers the ability to transfer to the @ Q@@ subway lines, and will connect to the @@ QO® lines
at South Ferry/Bowling Green, as well as to subway stations along the future 24 Avenue Subway line.

» Increased hours of service on BRT, improved frequency on BRT, faster bus travel times

» Fare collection strategies (on-bus, at-station), opportunities for Automatic Vehicle Location (AVL) applications
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and real time passenger information system.
