He has also 
served as the David J. Green Professor of Medicine at the New York University School 
of Medicine, and Professor of Medicine and Founding Academic Chair of the 
Department of Medicine at the Hofstra University School of Medicine in partnership with 
the North Shore – LIJ Health System. 
 
He earned his Bachelor of Arts degree from New York University in 1968 and an M.D. 
degree from New York Medical College in 1972.  He completed his residency and 
fellowship training at Montefiore Medical Center and is certified in Internal Medicine, 
Pulmonary Disease and Critical Care Medicine.  From 1977 to 1986, he was on the 
faculty at Albert Einstein College of Medicine and was a full-time attending physician at 
Montefiore Medical Center. During this period, he was involved with the Experimental 
Lung Transplantation Program Project.  
 
Throughout his career, Dr. Kamholz has been a highly involved leader and a “front line” 
educator of house staff and students. His efforts have been repeatedly recognized by his 
peers, colleagues, and those in his training programs. His contributions to healthcare in 
the general community were recognized by a U.S. Congressional Citation in 1994. Dr. 
Kamholz has authored or co-authored more than 160 contributions to the medical 
literature.
