e This establishment will have a capacity of no more than 85 people with no more
than 25 tables seating no more than 75 people.

e Only background music not audible from outside the establishment will be played
on a regular basis.

e Delivery bikes will be locked to a bike rack or stored in a way as to not block the
sidewalk.

This application
is for a new on-premise restaurant wine and beer license t0 be used at a
bakery/restaurant cafe located at 585 Sixth Avenue.
