Greater reductions in security and maintenance,

The only “after school” program option in every community, and
The use of computers with free internet access.
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Therefore, Manhattan Community Board No. 4 urges the City to provide funding to at least maintain
five-day service and ensure quality service and adequate materials to ensure the continued viability
of the New York Public Library. We also urge the New York Public Library to considering keeping
the libraries in our district open at least one day during the weekend.
