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3.0 REMEDIAL ALTERNATIVES ANALYSIS 

Track 1 and Track 4 remedial action alternatives are considered in this alternatives analysis.  

Alternative 1 is Track 1 alternatives that involves complete removal of all soil and fill material 

that exceeds the unrestricted Track 1 SCOs.  A second remedial alternative (Alternative 2) 

evaluated here is a Track 4 alternative. The Track 4 remedial alternative would include: 

• Establishment of approved Track 4 Soil Cleanup Objectives (SCOs) that include Track 2 

Restricted Commercial Soil Cleanup Objectives for all parameters except the following 

parameters which would have site-specific SCOs: arsenic, copper, barium, and total 

SVOCs; 

• Placement of a final cover including concrete building slab over the entire site to 

eliminate exposure to remaining soil/ fill; 

• Placement of a vapor barrier system and active sub-slab depressurization system beneath 

the building slab; 

• Establishment of use restrictions including prohibitions on the use of groundwater from 

the site and prohibitions on other sensitive site uses, such as farming or vegetable 

gardening, to eliminate potential future exposure pathways; 

• Establishment of an approved Site Management Plan (SMP) to ensure long-term 

management of these Institutional and Engineering Controls, including the performance 

of periodic inspections and certification that the controls are performing as they were 

intended; and 

• Placement of a deed restriction to memorialize the remedial action and the Engineering 

and Institutional Controls to ensure that future owners of the site continue to maintain
