31.3 in 2005 to 31.6 in 2007).

NYC successfully graduates more students in August than other big cities or the State as a 
whole.  Including the students who graduated in August increased NYC’s graduation rate by 3.6 
points. The Big 4’s graduation rate rose 2.0 points and the rest of the State rose 1.9 points.

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STEADY GROWTH IN FOUR YEAR GRADUATION

Since 2002, the graduation rate has increased by 11 points (using the same 
methodology the City has used for decades).  The City has gained an average 
of about two points each year since 2002.
