Across the city, many people are already planning to end their summers on a good note; specifi-
cally on Labor Day weekend .Whether it be sticking close to home or going off on an excursion,
remember, accidents can often be avoided through careful preparation.

Here are a few precautions to keep in mind:

e Keep a kit within reach. You should always have a first aid kit in your home, by the pool, packed with
your beach gear and in your car.

e  You're ready - but is your car? Don’t wait for a rattle or a warning light to find out your car isn’t up for
the trip.

Make sure everyone wears a hat to
shield direct sunlight. Keep enough water or juice for everyone to drink continuously throughout the day
and be sure to drink fluids even when you’re not thirsty.

never swim alone, only swim in supervised areas, enter water feet first, and don’t mix alcohol with
swimming or boating.
